Call to Order:  The regular board meeting was called to order by Vice-Chair Brian Cameron. 
Tillamook Volunteer Firefighters Association: Assistant Chief Paul Edwards reported that the TVFA and TFD are mourning the loss of volunteer FF Humberto Maciel who died in a motor vehicle accident. Alan reported that his daughter is still recovering in the hospital following surgeries and injuries in the MVA. The TVFA was awarded a $49,000 grant from the Confederated Tribes for the purchase of heart monitors. 
Non-Agenda Items: None.

Public Comment: None.
Minutes: A motion to approve the October 11, 2021, minutes was made by Allen Burris and seconded by Casey Burden. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Allen Burris, Leonard Ingles and Casey Burden, the motion carried.
Financial Statement / Correspondence:  The September and October financial statements are both ready for review and approval. Check transactions, bank statements and accounts payable are also ready for approval for the month of October. 
A motion to pay the October 31 financial statement was made by Allen Burris and seconded by Leonard Ingles. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Allen Burris, Leonard Ingles and Casey Burden, the motion carried. 
A motion to pay the September 30 financial statement was made by Allen Burris and seconded by Casey Burden. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Allen Burris, Leonard Ingles and Casey Burden, the motion carried.
A motion to pay the October bills was made by Allen Burris and seconded by Leonard Ingles. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Allen Burris, Leonard Ingles and Casey Burden, the motion carried.
Fire Chief Report: Chief Bement provided a brief overview of his report. There has been $349,960 in expenses to date. There were 69 emergencies run for the month, down in number but more severe as AC Edwards mentioned in his report. Services for our lost volunteer FF is proposed to occur during the end of December. The boat trailer damaged in June has been repaired and returned to its owner. The District is looking at purchasing a Lucas CPR device. Other fire agencies in the County are looking at making the same purchase. The radio antenna is being worked on by Chuck and will be installed when the weather improves. EMS and fire training were completed during the month.
Fire Marshal Report: FM Descloux had forwarded a copy of the FM report electronically, he was out on an emergency. 
Old Business: Leonard Ingles asked if the new extrication equipment has been received yet.
New Business: Allen Burris attended the OFDDA training and recommended board members have shirts identifying them as board members of the District. During one of the OFDDA presentations it was made clear that in the event of a lawsuit, any personal device including phones or computers may be confiscated subject to subpoena and not returned until an investigation is over. All contents on said devices will become public record. Allen indicated it may be in the best interest of the District and its Board to have personal electronic devices issued for the purpose of conducting District business only.
Concerns of the Board: Leonard Ingles received information indicating that Board members may be covered up to $5,000,000 for potential lawsuits as long as they are acting as a board.
Adjournment: A motion to adjourn the meeting at 17:53 p.m. was made by Allen Burris and seconded by Leonard Ingles. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Allen Burris, Leonard Ingles and Casey Burden, the motion carried.
