Call to Order:  The regular board meeting was called to order by Board Chair Tim Hamburger.  Roll call was taken. 
Swearing of elected officials and elections: Elected officials present took oath of office including Casey Burden, Leonard Ingles and Brian Cameron. 

A motion was to retain officers as currently elected by Brian Cameron and Seconded by Casey Burden. Ayes were received from Brain Cameron, Tim Hamburger, Casey Burden And Leonard Ingles.
Chair Hamburger brought up the Umpqua Banking process, Chief Bement confirmed for the record, the designated signers on the Tillamook Fire District bank account at Umpqua Bank will now be as follows Tim Hamburger Director/ Board Chair, Brian Cameron Director /Vice Chair, Casey Burden Director/Secretary Treasurer, Leonard Ingles Director, Allen Burris Director, Daron Bement Fire Chief, and Rueben Descloux Fire Marshal will all be signers. 

Being removed from the account will be former directors David Mattison and Roy Ellerbroek.

Approval of Minutes: 
A motion to approve the June 14, 2021, minutes was made by Casey and seconded by Leonard Ingles. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Tim Hamburger, Leonard Ingles and Casey Burden the motion carried.
Financial Statement / Correspondence:  The financial statement and check transactions for June 30th, 2021, were received and reviewed.
A motion to approve the June, 2021, financial statement was made by Brian Cameron and seconded by Leonard Ingles. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Leonard Ingles, Casey Burden and Tim Hamburger, the motion carried.
A motion to “pay the bills was made by Brian Cameron and seconded by Casey Burden motion passed unanimously.
Fire Chief Report: Chief Bement reported the district has paid personnel expenses through May in the amount of $550,349, Materials and Services $229,002 and Capital Outlay $87,726 for a total of $867,077 through the end of June and fiscal year.

Chief Bement forwarded a copy of his report electronically and provided a brief overview. 
Fire Marshal Report: FM Descloux had forwarded a copy of the FM report electronically. A brief overview of the report and occupancy breakdown for upcoming inspections was provided. The importance of continuing inspections was affirmed by the board along with the importance of moving forward with roof repairs for both stations. This discussion resulted from internal project involvement by staff.
Old Business: The board continues to review the Lexipol policies during workshop sessions.
A motion to approve Lexipol policies Chapter 13 1-10 was made by Leonard Ingles and seconded by Brian Cameron. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Tim Hamburger, Leonard Ingles and Casey Burden abstains due to being excused, the motion carried.

New Business: 
Chief Bement brough up the Cape Meares and station 73 are hot topic items that needed to be brought to the attention of the board, as well as the need for replacement of aging apparatus. They were made aware of the fact that property for facilities and apparatus are important. This topic has been tabled for another time with the understanding that there will most likely need to be bond options.

Chief Bement proposed an acquisition of 2 new staff vehicles as an addition to the fleet for reduction and work toward replacement of current front-line vehicles 91 & 92 which are 2007 and 2010 respectively. Chief Bement went over state price options and presented it to the board and discussion was heard. The board would like to see figures regarding on call pay for staff per FLSA. Request from the board to bring back more financial information and cost benefit analysis to the next meeting prior to any vote on the issue. They did state that they were in favor of some replacement plan moving forward with a re-proposal.
