Call to Order:  The regular board meeting was called to order by Board Chair Tim Hamburger. 
The regular meeting was closed for the Budget Hearing at 5:31 p.m.

Budget Hearing: Chief Bement reported that changes were made to the budget per the recommendations during the Budget Committee meeting and read the budget document by title only. 

A motion to approve Resolution 2021-001, adopting the 2021/2022 budget was made by Tim Hamburger and seconded by Allen Burris. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Tim Hamburger, Roy Ellerbroek and Allen Burris, the motion carried.

The hearing was closed at 5:33 p.m.

Minutes: The regular board reconvened at 5:33 p.m.
A motion to approve the May 10, 2021, minutes was made by Allen Burris and seconded by Roy Ellerbroek. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Tim Hamburger, Roy Ellerbroek and Allen Burris, the motion carried.
Financial Statement / Correspondence:  The financial statement and check transactions for April 30, 2021 and May 31, 2021 were received and reviewed.
A motion to approve the April 30, 2021 financial statement was made by Allen Burris and seconded by Roy Ellerbroek. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Roy Ellerbroek, Allen Burris and Tim Hamburger, the motion carried.
A motion to approve the May 31, 2021, financial statement was made by Allen Burrs and seconded by Roy Ellerbroek. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Tim Hamburger, Roy Ellerbroek and Allen Burris, the motion carried.
Fire Chief Report: Chief Bement reported the district has paid personnel expenses through May in the amount of $505,523, Materials and Services $207,768 and Capital Outlay $57,726 for a total of $771,017 through the end of May.

Chief Bement forwarded a copy of his report electronically and provided a brief overview. 
Fire Marshal Report: FM Descloux had forwarded a copy of the FM report electronically. A brief overview of the report and occupancy breakdown for upcoming inspections was provided. The importance of continuing inspections was affirmed by the board along with the importance of moving forward with roof repairs for both stations. This discussion resulted from internal project involvement by staff.
Old Business: The board continues to review the Lexipol policies during workshop sessions.
A motion to approve Lexipol policies 917, 1102, 1103, 1104 and 1204 was made by Allen Burris and seconded by Roy Ellerbroek. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Tim Hamburger, Roy Ellerbroek and Allen Burris, the motion carried.

New Business: Chief Bement wanted to confirm on record that we currently have four active board members including, Tim Hamburger, Casey Burden, Allen Burris and Brian Cameron. We have one outgoing board member, Roy Ellerbroek and an incoming board member, Leonard Ingles. 
Roy Ellerbroek asked about the merger discussions with Rockaway, Garibaldi and Bay City. Chief Bement and Tim Hamburger met to discuss options with the mayor of Bay City and a council member. The northern departments want to put a new district merger on the next ballot. Tim Hamburger indicated that Bay City and Garibaldi both have five year operating levies expiring next year that may be prompting the merger and ballot proposal. 

Discussion regarding the merger was held regarding the benefits and risks. The consensus from the group was that it would not be in the best interest of the district, residents, or business owners to participate in the merger at this time. There needs to be education, outreach and further analysis before pursuing a merger.
